Board of Trustees Meeting Notes

Community Center

Thursday, September 11th, 2014 -12:45 pm 

The meeting was called to order by Diana Zimmerman, at 12:53pm. Diana, Jean Burnham, Chris Holmes, Stephanie Leitz, Carol Blix, and Town Council liaison Hannah Booth-Watts were in attendance. Mary Bush was absent. 
•August 7, 2014 Board meeting minutes were moved for approval by Stephanie, and seconded by Chris. Motion passed. There were no August Vouchers. 

• In the Librarian Report, Carol reported that circulation was up from August last year. The Children’s summer reading program was finished and waiting for participants to get their book lists handed in before scheduling the awards party. The ASRL conference was very good, and Carol got some wonderful ideas. The library temperature has been wonderful since the fan to the heat pump was plugged in! And the water fountain sprang a leas and is out of order awaiting parts.

Old Business:

• Tina Schubert came to tell Library board members where to find municipal code information about the library, and stressed the importance of learning rules governing the advertising and holding of public meetings. She suggested to Carol that a volunteer training handbook of library procedures be developed, and that a purchase order process for library purchases would be beneficial.
• Carol showed a possible Cathlamet Public Library logo design for the front door, and board members gave suggestions to improve it. Carol will talk to Foundation member Maureen Zacher-Bochius about the wooden sign that the Foundation will have made.

• Landscaping –Sue Docker had completed applying cardboard, weed barrier fabric, and beauty bark to most of the landscape areas in front of the library, and it looks wonderful. A wooden bench on loan from the Community garden has also been placed in hopes that a similar one could be commissioned for the library. We need to advertise for someone to do this for us. Carol should also inquire whether Duncan Cruikshank can install a locking spigot for watering plants, and also ask whether an electrical charging station for electric wheelchairs could be added to the building.

•Carol had contacted Stone Alexander of ADT security last month to ask if they can provide just glass breakage sensors for a smaller fee. He quoted $366 to install them and $39.99 a month for monitoring. Chris asked whether we can pay for the installation and monitor the sensors ourselves. Carol should ask Stone Alexander if ADT will do this. 

•The literacy classes for adults session at the ASRL conference recommended that if there are others already doing this, that patrons should be directed to them. Carol should ask the mom whose son needed services whether she can get him to project read at the Longview Public Library, or have her contact Chris Holmes.

•Fire Chief Fred Johnson has not called back about having the Cathlamet Fire Dept. visit for strategic planning. •A discussion of making a youth policy vs having parents notify us if they wish certain materials blocked from their children, and of the difficulty of having the library staff acting as censoring agents. Carol will check to see if Koha can be set up to block checkout of adult materials, and what Longview Public Library does about this issue.

•Link to Boopsie – Carol will be sent marketing materials from the Boopsie representative that she talked to at the ASRL conference, and information on how to place an app link on the website.

New Business:.

• It was agreed that the library would start new hours: Tuesdays through Saturdays or 2-5pm on October 1st. It was asked whether the volunteers could increase hours to 1-5 (working more without the librarian there).

•The next meeting date is Thursday, October 2nd at 12:45 at the Community Center.
